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NZDA Chart Ranking 
NZDA as the NZ member of IDSF has the right to select 

couples to compete in IDSF international invitational events 
such as IDSF World Championships in all amateur age 

divisions. In 2007 a CHART RANKING system was put in place 
to assist the selection process.  

The Chart Ranking system works like this: 

� Couples must be members of NZDA 
� Couples must be eligible to dance A Grade events 

 in any individual style - Ballroom, Latin or New 
Vogue  - i.e. must be B Grade or higher 

� Couples must compete in the A Grade events in 4 or 
more of the following nominated competitions 

- Nelson Easter Champs NZDA Nelson 3rd April 

- Wellington Metropolitan Champs  
NZDA Wellington 15th May 

- River City Champs NZDA Wanganui 26th June 
- Metropolitan Champs NZDA Canterbury10th July 

- NZ Nationals 24/25th July 

- North Island Champs NZDA Auckland 7th August 
- NZ Juv/Jun/Youth/NV/Formation 23/24th October 

 
Points are specific to the style danced. These points 

accumulate over a 12 month period and are awarded for the 
couples placed in A Grade Events only. When an invitational 

event is coming up couples interested in competing must 

submit an application to NZDA. Selections will be based on 
the current Chart Ranking of the couple for the specific style 

to be danced, compared with other interested couples’ 
rankings.
